2009 utility bills for October usage, bills willftect actual usage and charges on a monthly basis.
Monthly reading and billing will allow for more ceistent bill amounts. Actual monthly reading will
help make the monthly billings more consistent. Village is upgrading metering equipment to speed
up the meter reading process. Abnormal usage ¥vataer leaks and non-working meters will be detected
sooner.

BUDGET HEARING SCHEDULED

The Village of Highland will hold a Public Hearisg00 p.m., Monday, November 2, on
the amended 2009 budget and the proposed 2010tblidhgeState Budget cut Shared Revenue funding
by 3.5% in 2010, imposes Levy Limits to increasemare than 3%, and increases General
Transportation Aids by 2%. The impact on the Vidag a $2,638 decrease in Shared Revenue, an
increase of tax levy not to exceed $3,247, a $i@6Rase for Transportation Aids. The Village Budget
available for review at the Village Office Monddyw Friday during normal office hours.

The major driver for the increase in upcoming proptax bills is the Levy Limit to cover debt
service for the STH 80 project. Levy Limit ruldka a municipality to increase the levy limit tower
the debt service increase from the previous yesats service. The Village of Highland General Aatou
borrowed $300,000 from the WI State Trust Fund. 2% for the STH 80 project -- $100,000 is for the
storm sewer system by Don’s Tire and west on Doidlgestreet and $200,000 is for street construction
parking lanes, some sidewalks and street lightsceSnly $100,000 was borrowed prior to September
2009 the 2010 debt service will be $8,581. Theaiaing $200,000 was borrowed after September 1,
2009 and $21,604.60 debt service will be refleatettie 2011 budget.

The STH 80 project also included water infragurees which is 100% Village cost. The
Village was fortunate enough to receive a $220066munity Development Block Grant from the
Department of Commerce and $322,322 Safe DrinkigeWWLoan with 2.365% interest rate. The 2008
water rate increase covers the debt service fo1hé 80 project and the $100,000 the Village boerdw
from the State Trust Fund for the 2007 County lewvatain project.

The Village borrowed $100,000 from the State TRustd for STH 80 sewer main and
replacement. There was not as much sewer infdstaito be replaced as was the case with sewer
infrastructure. A 10% sewer rate increase wiltbasidered to cover the debt service, upgrading the
metering equipment and increase in day to day tiparand maintenance expenses

GARBAGE AND RECYCLING RATES INCREASE

The Village Board met with Doug Enke, Town & Cayn®anitation, regarding garbage and
recycling rate increase effective January 1, 2(R€x the State Budget that Governor Doyle signed,
tipping fees assessed to waste haulers increased gdr ton effective June, 2009 and another $3c00
ton effective October 2009. The impact on Town @odnty is about $700,000 annually.

Per the contract, all containers for garbage angaling shall be at the curb or street edge by
6:00 a.m. and shall not weigh over 35 pounds e&dfuse shall not include leaves, grass clippings,
earth, sod, rocks, concrete, brush, materials femodeling or construction of homes or buildingses
or parts of trees and any hazardous waste.

Collection of building materials and demolition wase can be made by calling Town and
Country Sanitation at 1-800-626-191%or a fee to be paid by the waste generator. Tilagé of
Highland has a compost pile off Lagoon Road fovésagrass clippings, garden and food processing
waste. The Village of Highland also has a brush @if Lagoon Road for brush and clean lumber
(without any nails, paint residue etc.)
